November 13, 2012

Modern Languages & Literatures, thanks to new chairperson Dr. Bernardita Llanos,
along with the Latin American Studies Program, is co-hosting the Mostra Il Brazilian
Film Series. This project is being done in conjunction with several other major
universities in the area. Twelve engaging Brazilian films with social themes are being
shown, two at Loyola, at which the film director of one and the main character of the
other will be present to host discussions.

October 24, 2012

“Red Love across the Pacific” was hosted by the Department of Modern, the Office of
International Programs, Asian Studies, Women's Studies and Gender, and International
Studies. The topic was “red love,” which swept the globe from the mid-1920s to the mid-
